On the 5" round, there was an intense battle on the first chess-
board. The Spanish International Master Juan Luis Ramiro sur-
prisingly defeated the experienced Bulgarian Grand Master
Vladimir Petkov. In the diagram, after White played 22.Bg4?,
Black took the opportunity to pin the bishop at the g column
with 22...Tg8!. The bishop is pinned defending the gl rook and
White was forced to lose some material after 23.Qe2 h5, and
resigned on the 33th move.
