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REGULATION 
VII FAMALICÃO INTERNATIONAL TOURNAMENT  
 

1. Organization and Venue  
The tournament takes place in the Municipal Library of Famalicão, between 28th July and 

3rd August 2019 and is organized by Chess Club A2D - Associação Académica da Didáxis 

with the sponsorship of: FPX – Federação Portuguesa de Xadrez, AXDB - Associação de 

Xadrez do Distrito de Braga and Câmara Municipal de Vila Nova de Famalicão, Associação 

de Pais Encarregados Educação Didáxis - Vale S. Cosme and Cooperativa de Ensino 

Didáxis. This tournament is part of the National Circuit of Classical Chess Portuguese 

Federation.  

 

2. Participants 
All FPX members can participate.   
 

3. Entry  
Entrance fee  
 

Until 21th July: 
30€: senior players  

25€: senior players AXDB. 

25€: players under-14, under-16, under-18, under-20 and veterans.  

20€: players under-14, under-16, under-18, under-20 and veterans AXDB.  

20€: players under-8, under-10, under-12.  

15€: players under-8, under-10, under-12 AXDB.  

Clubs: for every five entries of the same club, the 6th entry is free.  

Titled players from FIDE are exempt.  
 

From 22th July to 27th July:  
40€: senior players.  

30€: players under-14, under-16, under-18, under-20 and veterans; 

25€: players under-8, under-10 and under-12.  

Titled players from FIDE are exempt.  
 

The entries are valid immediately after the deadline and players must confirm the 

entrance fee payment to the A2D account (PT50 0018 000340755100020 55) and send

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4. Prizes 
1st place – 1000€ 
 

2nd place - 750€

1st place under 2200 (elo 2001-2200) - 25€

4.1. Other prizes will be awarded: first place according to categories, women’s first place 
and first team (four players with the highest score).  
 

4.2. The awards are cumulative.  
 

4.3. In order to be awarded, players have to take part in the closing session.  
 

5. System and time control 
Swiss-system (9 sessions)  
Each player has 1h30 min to finish the game, with a 30-second increment per move. 
The maximum waiting time after the beginning of each session is 30 minutes.  
It is not allowed any stalemate agreement before finishing 30 moves without the arbiter 
permission.

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6.2.  Players can request a maximum of 3 Byes of ½ pt. on the first five rounds, informing 
the main arbiter and the organization at least 24 hours before the beginning of that 
session (filling in the respective form). 
 

6.3. The organization can, in certain circumstances, introduce readjustments.  
 

7. Absence  
7.1.  Players who do not attend the first round, will be eliminated from the Tournament, 
except for a few particular cases that might be accepted by the tournament organization.  
 

7.2. Any player who fails to appear twice will be eliminated.   
 

8. Tie-break 
Tie-break system is in accordance with the Regulation of competition and affiliations 
2018/2019.  
 

9. Ratification 
The tournament will be rated for ELO FIDE; and will be considered for the National Circuit 
of Classical Chess Portuguese Federation of 2019.  
 

10. Organization and arbiters 
The direction of the proof and the arbiters shall be appointed in accordance with the 
regulations of competitions from FPX and FIDE. 
 

11. Final provisions 
It is strictly forbidden, with no tolerance, to take any electronic devices to the game zone.  
The entry and participation assume the acceptance of the provisions in this regulation, 
FPX regulations and FIDE.  
The cases that are not mentioned in this regulation will be decided by the Tournament 
organization, regarding the Regulation of FPX and FIDE.
