—  System of play
The III  International Tournament "Maia Chess Festival“  will be an 8-round 

Swiss tournament. Swiss Manager software will be used for pairing.. 

Depending on the number of participants, the number of rounds may be 

adjusted. Each player will have 15 minutes with a 5-second increment from 

the start of the game. The tournament will be valid to ELO FIDE. If less 

than 70 players are present, only 7 rounds will be played.

The FIDE Chess Game Laws, effective January 1, 2018, will be followed. 

Appendix A.4 applies.

A player will be excluded from the tournament in the event of two no-

shows.

—   Tie-Break Criteria  
If two or more players get the same number of points then their final placement 

will be determined by successive application of the following criteria:

 a) Result between tied players, provided they have played against each 

other [11];

 b) Corrected Buchholz [37] (1,0,N,N,0,N);

 c) Complete Buchholz [37] (0,0,N,N,0,N);

 d) Sonneborn-Berger [52] (0,0,N,N,0,N,N);

 e) Higher number of wins [68];

 f) Higher number of games with black [53];

 g) Random draw.

AX Porto prizes will be awarded to players who are members of 

Association clubs and have played two or more district events.

 Under 2000 will be awarded to players whose semi-fast link is between 

1750 and 1999.

Under 1750 will be awarded to players whose semi-fast link is between 1500 

and 1749.

Under 1500 will be awarded to players whose semi-fast link is between 1250 

and 1499.

Under 1250 will be awarded to players whose semi-fast link is 1249 or less.

In the case of players with classic but not rapid ratings, the classic rating 

will be considered in the initial order and in determining prizes

Monetary support is not cumulative. If a player qualifies for more than 

one special monetary support, he will be entitled to the higher monetary 

value.

Age Awards

Prizes will be awarded to the top 3 in the under-18, under-16, under-14, 

under-12 and under-10 levels.



Soccer balls will be drawn from participants born in 2007 or later.

Participation awards will be given to all participants born in 2010 or 

after they have not received any awards or participation grants.

The player who is not present at the prize giving ceremony loses the right 

to the prizes

—   Appeal Committee 
The Chairperson and other Appeals Committee members will be announced 

before the tournament starts.

—   Appeals Procedure 
Protests against the Chief Referee‘s decisions shall be submitted in writing 

to the Appeal Committee Chair within one hour after the end of the match. 

The protest must be accompanied by a deposit of 100 €, as security. The bond 

shall be given to the Chairman of the Appeal Committee. If the appeal is 

successful, the deposit will be returned. If the appeal is unsuccessful, the 

bond will be delivered to the Porto Chess Association. The appeal must be 

brought by the player. The decisions of the Appeal Committee are final.



—   Final dispositions
Participation in the Tournament implies full acceptance of these rules. 

Participants authorize theorganization to use the personal data provided, 

as well as photos or videos, for the purposes related to the management 

of the tournament and its dissemination on the Internet and the media

Anything not provided for in this regulation will be resolved by applying 

the FIDE or FPX regulations. Any situations that still remain will be 

resolved by the Tournament Directorate,who will use your best discretion 

to decide what is best for the Tournament.

The official version of the Regulation is Portuguese, English being a 

translation.
