Players with FIDE degrees and enrolled in one of the courses taking 
place in parallel with the Chess Festival of Maia are exempt from the 
registration fee;

Entries must be paid prior to round 1, otherwise they will be removed 
from the pairing on round 2;

—  The organization reserves the right to:
    admission to the tournament;

    use, dissemination and promotion of the image and names of all players 

and accompanying persons;

    to modify the present Regulations until the day of the competition;

   registration for tournaments makes it compulsory to accept these 

regulations;

    In case the number of participants exceeds the maximum number of 

participants, they will be selected according to the following priorities: 

participants in the internships, AXM students, O Amanhã da Criança athletes 

and the largest ELO FIDE;



—  GAME SYSTEM:
Swiss system of 6 sessions. Each player will have 1h and 30m to finish the 

match, with an increase of 30s per move. The maximum waiting time after 

the start of each session will be 30 minutes. Any agreement to tie before 

the conclusion of 30 bids is prohibited, without the agreement of the 

arbiter.

No claim of any kind against the pairing shall be accepted, except in the 

case of an error in the entry of results.

Each player is responsible for communicating the result in the terms 

defined.

The tiebreaker system shall be the one provided for in the 2018/2019 

Competition and Affiliation Regulations.

—  RHYTHM OF PLAY:
1h and 30m to finish the match, with an increase of 30s per move.

—  ABSENCE OF ATTENDANCE:
Players will be eliminated if they give 1 no-show without a plausible 

justification. 

In general, and at the request of the players, the organization can grant 

1 bye of ½ to those who request it before the pairing of the respective 

matchday, for the first 3 sessions.



—  OMISSIONS CASES: 
The FIDE Chess Rules of the Game and the FPX RCP will apply to everything 

not provided for in these regulations.

—  LIST OF PRIZES: 

Trophy’s to the first 3 classifieds and medals to all other participants 

Failure to appear at the prize-giving ceremony will result in the loss of 

the prize-giving ceremony.

OBS: By registering, the athlete or the Education Officer is also 

authorizing the capture and use of images taken during the tournament for 

possible reporting and dissemination of the event.
